TransformTO, Toronto’s Climate Change Action Strategy, was passed 
unanimously in 2017. Many of its goals are related to transportation. 

It only takes about 20 minutes to cycle 5km.

But 69% of these Short

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WHO CYCLES? 

In Toronto’s downtown, cycling grew from 1.3% to 4.9% of all trips between 1996 
and 2011. At the same time, cycling in Etobicoke, North York and Scarborough 
declined. Yet potential exists! A recent survey found that across the city, over 
80% of residents support building a safe cycling network.

GETTING AROUND IN SCARBOROUGH
Getting to work, school or the grocery store can be difficult in 
Scarborough. Much of this part of the city was built after 1950, with the 
assumption that everybody would own a car. In reality, many people do 
not. Cycling can help fill a gap between walking and transit, but currently, 
few people cycle.

In our program evaluations, over 80% reported:
